Second Lesson...................................................... Philippians 3:8-14

8What is more, I consider everything a loss compared to the surpassing 
greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things. 
I consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ 9and be found in him, not having a 
righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which is through faith 
in Christ—the righteousness that comes from God and is by faith. 10I want to know 
Christ and the power of his resurrection and the fellowship of sharing in his 
sufferings, becoming like him in his death, 11and so, somehow, to attain to the 
resurrection from the dead. 
Pressing on Toward the Goal 

 
12Not that I have already obtained all this, or have already been made 
perfect, but I press on to take hold of that for which Christ Jesus took hold of me. 
13Brothers, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one thing I do: 
Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead, 14I press on toward 
the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.
Gospel.................................................................... Luke 20:9-19
The Parable of the Tenants 

 
9He went on to tell the people this parable: "A man planted a vineyard, 
rented it to some farmers and went away for a long time. 10At harvest time he sent 
a servant to the tenants so they would give him some of the fruit of the vineyard. 
But the tenants beat him and sent him away empty-handed. 11He sent another 
servant, but that one also they beat and treated shamefully and sent away empty-
handed. 12He sent still a third, and they wounded him and threw him out. 
 
13"Then the owner of the vineyard said, 'What shall I do? I will send my son, 
whom I love; perhaps they will respect him.' 
 
14"But when the tenants saw him, they talked the matter over. 'This is the 
heir,' they said. 'Let's kill him, and the inheritance will be ours.' 15So they threw him 
out of the vineyard and killed him. 

"What then will the owner of the vineyard do to them? 16He will come and kill 
those tenants and give the vineyard to others." When the people heard this, they 
said, "May this never be!" 
 
17Jesus looked directly at them and asked, "Then what is the meaning of that 

which is written: 


" 'The stone the builders rejected has become the capstone'? 18Everyone 
who falls on that stone will be broken to pieces, but he on whom it falls will be 
crushed." 

19The teachers of the law and the chief priests looked for a way to arrest him 
immediately, because they knew he had spoken this parable against them. But 
they were afraid of the people.
