1 Then King David said to the whole assembly: "My son Solomon, the one 
whom God has chosen, is young and inexperienced.

And now I have seen with joy how 
willingly your people who are here have given to you. 18 O LORD, God of our 
fathers Abraham, Isaac and Israel, keep this desire in the hearts of your people 
forever, and keep their hearts loyal to you.

Second Lesson...................................................... Romans 6:15-23
Slaves to Righteousness 

 
15What then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace? 
By no means! 16Don't you know that when you offer yourselves to someone to 
obey him as slaves, you are slaves to the one whom you obey—whether you are 
slaves to sin, which leads to death, or to obedience, which leads to 
righteousness? 17But thanks be to God that, though you used to be slaves to sin, 
you wholeheartedly obeyed the form of teaching to which you were entrusted. 
18You have been set free from sin and have become slaves to righteousness. 
 
19I put this in human terms because you are weak in your natural selves. 
Just as you used to offer the parts of your body in slavery to impurity and to ever-
increasing wickedness, so now offer them in slavery to righteousness leading to 
holiness. 20When you were slaves to sin, you were free from the control of 
righteousness. 21What benefit did you reap at that time from the things you are 
now ashamed of? Those things result in death! 22But now that you have been set 
free from sin and have become slaves to God, the benefit you reap leads to 
holiness, and the result is eternal life. 23For the wages of sin is death, but the gift 
of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Gospel.................................................................... Luke 17:1-10
Sin, Faith, Duty 

 
1Jesus said to his disciples: "Things that cause people to sin are bound to 
come, but woe to that person through whom they come. 2It would be better for him 
to be thrown into the sea with a millstone tied around his neck than for him to 
cause one of these little ones to sin. 3So watch yourselves. 


"If your brother sins, rebuke him, and if he repents, forgive him. 4If he sins 
against you seven times in a day, and seven times comes back to you and says, 'I 
repent,' forgive him." 
 
5The apostles said to the Lord, "Increase our faith!" 
 
6He replied, "If you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to 
this mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted and planted in the sea,' and it will obey you. 
 
7"Suppose one of you had a servant plowing or looking after the sheep. 
Would he say to the servant when he comes in from the field, 'Come along now 
and sit down to eat'? 8Would he not rather say, 'Prepare my supper, get yourself 
ready and wait on me while I eat and drink; after that you may eat and drink'?
9Would he thank the servant because he did what he was told to do? 10So you 
also, when you have done everything you were told to do, should say, 'We are 
unworthy servants; we have only done our duty.' "
