Second Lesson...................................................... 2 Timothy 3:10 – 4:5
Paul’s Charge to Timothy

10 You, however, know all about my teaching, my way of life, my purpose, 
faith, patience, love, endurance, 11 persecutions, sufferings—what kinds of things 
happened to me in Antioch, Iconium and Lystra, the persecutions I endured. Yet 
the Lord rescued me from all of them. 12 In fact, everyone who wants to live a 
godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted, 13 while evil men and impostors will go 
from bad to worse, deceiving and being deceived. 14 But as for you, continue in 
what you have learned and have become convinced of, because you know those 
from whom you learned it, 15 and how from infancy you have known the holy 
Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ 
Jesus. 16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, 
correcting and training in righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be 
thoroughly equipped for every good work. 

4 In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will judge the living and 
the dead, and in view of his appearing and his kingdom, I give you this charge: 
2 Preach the Word; be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke and 
encourage —with great patience and careful instruction. 3 For the time will come 
when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, 
they will gather around them a great number of teachers to say what their itching 
ears want to hear. 4 They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to 
myths. 5 But you, keep your head in all situations, endure hardship, do the work of 
an evangelist, discharge all the duties of your ministry.

A Prophet Without Honor 

 
1Jesus left there and went to his hometown, accompanied by his disciples. 
2When the Sabbath came, he began to teach in the synagogue, and many who 
heard him were amazed. 

"Where did this man get these things?" they asked. "What's this wisdom that 
has been given him, that he even does miracles! 3Isn't this the carpenter? Isn't this 
Mary's son and the brother of James, Joseph, Judas and Simon? Aren't his sisters 
here with us?" And they took offense at him. 

4Jesus said to them, "Only in his hometown, among his relatives and in his 
own house is a prophet without honor." 5He could not do any miracles there, 
except lay his hands on a few sick people and heal them. 6And he was amazed at 
their lack of faith.
