9Love must be sincere. Hate what is evil; cling to what is good. 10Be devoted 
to one another in brotherly love. Honor one another above yourselves. 11Never be 
lacking in zeal, but keep your spiritual fervor, serving the Lord. 12Be joyful in hope, 
patient in affliction, faithful in prayer. 13Share with God's people who are in need. 
Practice hospitality. 

 14Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. 15Rejoice with 
those who rejoice; mourn with those who mourn. 16Live in harmony with one 
another. Do not be proud, but be willing to associate with people of low position.
Do not be conceited. 
 
17Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Be careful to do what is right in the eyes 
of everybody. 18If it is possible, as far as it depends on you, live at peace with 
everyone. 19Do not take revenge, my friends, but leave room for God's wrath, for it 
is written: "It is mine to avenge; I will repay," says the Lord. 20On the contrary: 


"If your enemy is hungry, feed him; 



if he is thirsty, give him something to drink. 


In doing this, you will heap burning coals on his head." 21Do not be 
overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

The Parable of the Good Samaritan 

 
25On one occasion an expert in the law stood up to test Jesus. "Teacher," he 
asked, "what must I do to inherit eternal life?" 
 
26"What is written in the Law?" he replied. "How do you read it?" 
 
27He answered: " 'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all 
your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind'; and, 'Love your 
neighbor as yourself.'" 
 
28"You have answered correctly," Jesus replied. "Do this and you will live." 
 
29But he wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus, "And who is my 
neighbor?" 
 
30In reply Jesus said: "A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, 
when he fell into the hands of robbers. They stripped him of his clothes, beat him 
and went away, leaving him half dead. 31A priest happened to be going down the 
same road, and when he saw the man, he passed by on the other side. 32So too, a 
Levite, when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other side. 
33But a Samaritan, as he traveled, came where the man was; and when he saw 
him, he took pity on him. 34He went to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on 
oil and wine. Then he put the man on his own donkey, took him to an inn and took 
care of him. 35The next day he took out two silver coins and gave them to the 
innkeeper. 'Look after him,' he said, 'and when I return, I will reimburse you for any 
extra expense you may have.' 
 
36"Which of these three do you think was a neighbor to the man who fell into 
the hands of robbers?" 
 
37The expert in the law replied, "The one who had mercy on him."
